4.0 SYNOPTIC SITUATION  :-   The monsoon trough at mean sea level now passes 

through Jaisalmer, Chittorgarh, Betul, Brahmapuri, Jagdalpur, Kalingapatnam and 

thence east-southeastwards to north Andaman Sea and extends upto 0.9 km above mean 

sea level. The cyclonic circulation over south Coastal Andhra Pradesh & neighbourhood 

now lies over north-west Bay of Bengal & adjoining areas of west-central Bay of Bengal 

and south Odisha-north Andhra Pradesh coasts and extends upto 7.6 km above mean 

sea level tilting south-westwards with height. Under its influence, a Low Pressure Area 

is very likely to develop over north-west & adjoining west-central Bay of Bengal during 

next 24 hours and become more marked subsequently.
