Anupgarh, Narnaul, Agra, Nowgong, Siddhi, Ambikapur, Sambalpur, Paradip and thence
south-eastwards to east-central Bay of Bengal and extends upto 1.5 km above mean sea level.
A cyclonic circulation extending upto 4.5 km above mean sea level lies over north coastal
Odisha and neighbourhood tilting south-westwards with height. The trough from south
Rajasthan to North-west Bay of Bengal now runs from Gujarat to the cyclonic circulation
over north coastal Odisha & neighbourhood across north Maharashtra and Chhattisgarh
between 3.1 & 5.8 km above mean sea level tilting southwards with height. A fresh Low
Pressure Area is likely to form over north-east Bay of Bengal & neighbourhood around 04th
August and is likely to become more marked subsequently.
