4.0 Synoptic  Situation 

 

 Under the influence of the cyclonic circulation over Gangetic West Bengal and adjoining north 

Bay of Bengal & Bangladesh a low pressure area has formed over north Bay of Bengal and 

adjoining Coastal areas of Bangladesh & West Bengal. Associated cyclonic circulation extends 

upto 7.6 km above mean sea level tilting south-westwards with height. The system is likely to 

become more marked during next 48 hours.  

 The monsoon trough at mean sea level now passes through Anupgarh, Sikar, Nowgong, 

Ambikapur, Chaibasa, Midnapur and thence to the center of low pressure area over north Bay 

of Bengal & neighbourhood and extends upto 1.5 km above mean sea level.

4.0 SYNOPTIC SITUATION :  The Well Marked Low Pressure area over north Bay of Bengal 

and adjoining coastal areas of Bangladesh & West Bengal has concentrated into a Depression 

and lay centred at 0830 hours IST of today, the 6th August, 2019, over northwest Bay of 

Bengal off north Odisha­West Bengal coasts near Lat 20.5°N & Long 88.0°E, above 160 km 

southeast of Balasore (Odisha) and about 130 km southsoutheast of Digha (West Bengal).It is 

very likely to intensify into a Deep Depression during next 24 hours. It is likely to move 

west­northwestwards across Odisha­West Bengal coasts during next 48 hours. The   monsoon   

trough   at   mean   sea   level   now   passes   through   Ganganagar,   Hissar,   Mainpuri, 

Mirzapur, Ranchi, Jamshedpur and thence to the centre of the Depression over northwest Bay 

of Bengal and extends upto 1.5 km above mean sea level.
