4.0 Synoptic Situation

The Depression over central parts of Madhya Pradesh moved west-northwestwards with a speed
of about 32 kmph in last six hours and lay centred at 0830 hours IST of today, the 09th August,
2019, near Latitude 23.8°N and Longitude 77.3°E over West Madhya Pradesh, about 60 km north
of Bhopal (West Madhya Pradesh), about 90 km southeast of Guna (West Madhya Pradesh) and
about 210 km southeast of Kota ( East Rajasthan). It is very likely to continue to move west-
northwestwards and weaken gradually into a Well Marked Low Pressure Area during next 24
hours.

The monsoon trough at mean sea level now passes through Jaisalmer, Chittorgarh, center of the
Depression over West Madhya Pradesh, Jabalpur, Jharsuguda, Digha and thence southeastwards
to east central Bay of Bengal and extends upto 2.1 km above mean sea level.

The trough from southwest Rajasthan now runs to Jharkhand across the cyclonic circulation
associated with the Depression over West Madhya Pradesh and north Chhattisgarh tilting
southwards with height between 3.1km & 5.8 km above mean sea level A fresh low pressure area
is likely to form over northwest Bay of Bengal & neighbourhood around 12th August..
