 The Well Marked Low Pressure Area over northern parts of Gujarat Region &amp; adjoining East 

Rajasthan now lies over northern parts of Gujarat region &amp; adjoining south Rajasthan. The 

monsoon trough at mean sea level now passes through Bhuj, center of well marked low ressure 

area over northern parts of Gujarat Region &amp; adjoining south Rajasthan, Shajapur, 

Jabalpur, Pendra road, Digha and thence southeastwards to east central Bay of Bengal and 

extends upto 2.1 km above mean sea level.  

 The trough from the cyclonic circulation associated with the well marked low pressure area to 

Jharkhand now runs from the cyclonic circulation associated with the Well Marked Low 

Pressure Area over northern parts of Gujarat Region &amp; adjoining south Rajasthan to 

Jharkhand across northern parts of Madhya Pradesh and southeast Uttar Pradesh between 

3.1km &amp; 5.8 km above mean sea level tilting southwards with height.  

 A cyclonic circulation lies over north Bay of Bengal and neighbourhood between 3.1 and 3.6 km 

above mean sea level.  

 A fresh low pressure area is likely to form over northwest Bay of Bengal and neighbourhood 

around 12th August.

4.0   SYNOPTIC SITUATION : The Well Marked Low Pressure Area over northern parts of 

Gujarat Region & adjoining East Rajasthan now lies over northern parts of Gujarat region & 

adjoining south Rajasthan. The monsoon trough at mean sea level now passes through Bhuj, 

center of well marked low ressure area over northern parts of Gujarat Region & adjoining 

south Rajasthan, Shajapur, Jabalpur, Pendra road, Digha and thence southeastwards to 

eastcentral Bay of Bengal and extends upto 2.1 km above mean sea level. The trough from 

the cyclonic circulation associated with the well marked low pressure area to Jharkhand now 

runs from the cyclonic circulation associated with the Well Marked Low Pressure Area over 

northern parts of Gujarat Region & adjoining south Rajasthan to Jharkhand across northern 

parts of Madhya Pradesh and southeast Uttar Pradesh between 3.1km & 5.8 km above mean 

sea level tilting southwards with height. A cyclonic circulation lies over north Bay of Bengal 

& neighbourhood between 3.1 & 3.6 km above mean sea level. A fresh low pressure area is 

likely to form over northwest Bay of Bengal & neighbourhood around 12th August.
