¢ The monsoon trough at mean sea level now passes through Anupgarh, Alwar, Gwalior, centre of
low pressure area over northeast Madhya Pradesh & adjoining southeast Uttar Pradesh,
Daltonganj, Berhampore and thence south-eastwards to northeast Bay of Bengal.

e The trough from south Gujarat to north Bangladesh now runs from Kutch to Sub Himalayan
West Bengal across southwest Madhya Pradesh, cyclonic circulation associated with the low
pressure area over northeast Madhya Pradesh & adjoining southeast Uttar Pradesh and southern
parts of Bihar between 1.5 and 5.8 km above mean sea level.

Pradesh & adjoining south Uttar Pradesh now lies over north-east Madhya Pradesh &
adjoining south-east Uttar Pradesh. The associated cyclonic circulation now extends upto
7.6 km above mean sea level tilting southwards with height. The monsoon trough at mean
sea level now passes through Anupgarh, Alwar, Gwalior, centre of low pressure area over
north-east Madhya Pradesh & adjoining south-east Uttar Pradesh, Daltonganj, Berhampore
and thence south-eastwards to north-east Bay of Bengal.The cyclonic circulation over
Jharkhand & neighbourhood extending upto 2.1 km above mean sea level has merged with
the above system.The trough from south Gujarat to north Bangladesh now runs from Kutch
to Sub-Himalayan West Bengal across south-west Madhya Pradesh, cyclonic circulation
associated with the low pressure area over north-east Madhya Pradesh & adjoining south-
east Uttar Pradesh and southern parts of Bihar between 1.5 and 5.8 km above mean sea
level.
