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Project report for Phase II of Hogenakkal
drinking water scheme soon: Stalin

It will boost supply to Dharmapuri and Krishnagiri at a cost of 34,600 crore

A detailed project report for
implementing Phase II of the
Hogenakkal Integrated
Drinking Water Project to in-
crease the supply to Dhar-
mapuri and Krishnagiri dis-
tricts at a cost of ¥4,600
crore, would be prepared
soon, Chief Minister M.K.
Stalin said on Thursday.

During a virtual event at
the Secretariat, Mr. Stalin
made new announcements
for the districts. He said a
new link road would be built
at a cost of ¥250 crore to im-
prove connectivity between
Salem and Dharmapuri. A
milk processing unit would
be set up in Dharmapuri dis-
trict, he added.

Mr. Stalin said a Sipcot In-
dustrial Park would be esta-
blished in Dharmapuri, and
additional buildings would
be constructed adjacent to
the Dharmapuri Collectorate

at a cost of ¥0 crore.

“This event symbolises
our record in implementing
our promises. Functions like
this would be organised not
just in this district but in all
districts,” Mr. Stalin said. Cit-
ing a report in The Hindu Bu-
sinessline, he said Tamil Na-
du was the most attractive
investment destination.

During the event, the

Chief Minister inaugurated
43 projects that have been
completed in Dharmapuri
district at a total cost of
¥56.20 crore. He also laid the
foundation for 591 projects
to be implemented at a cost
of ¥35.42 crore. Mr. Stalin
launched welfare schemes
worth ¥57.41 crore for
13,500 beneficiaries.

At another event, Mr. Sta-

lin virtually inaugurated new
infrastructure at Dhanday-
uthapaniswamy temple at
Palani in Dindigul district,
built at a cost of ¥23.81 crore.
Minister for Hindu Religious
and Charitable Endowments
P.K. Sekarbabu and senior
officials were present.

In a separate event, the
Chief Minister handed over
family maintenance grants
to 15 legal heirs of deceased
artistes on behalf of the Ta-
mil Nadu Eyal Isai Nataka
Mandram. Minister for Tamil
Official Language and Tamil
Culture Thangam Thennara-
su and senior officials were
present.

The CM also handed over
a cheque for ¥8 lakh as an in-
centive to Bharat Subrama-
niam, a native of Tamil Nadu
who became the Chess
Grandmaster this year. Mi-
nister for Sports Develop-
ment Siva V. Meyyanathan
was present.

A special campaign ‘Suno
Nahro ki pukar’ being car-
ried out by a group of teach-
ers, environmentalists and
social activists has got a
boost as Deputy Commis-
sioner (DC) Manoj Kumar
has directed the Superin-
tending Engineer of the Irri-
gation Department to get the
Jawahar Lal Nehru (JLN)
Canal cleaned. He has also
asked him to put some long
lasting measures in place so
as to keep its water clean in
future as well.

The action came after
those engaged in the cam-
paign led by Dr Jasmer Hoo-
da, assistant professor, Jat
College, Rohtak, approached
the DC over the issue and
apprised him of the poor
condition of the JLN canal
whose water is used for irri-
gation and drinking purpos-
es by residents of several vil-
lages in Rohtak and
surrounding districts,

“At present, the JLN canal
is in a deplorable condition
as far as purity of its water
and cleanliness is con-
cerned. People continue to
dump food and other items
in the canal, leading to con-
tamination of water, We have
been carrying out a special
drive for the past four

months fo keep the canal
clean and to motivale the
peaple not to throw anything
in it, but stringent action is
needed against them to end
this anti-environment prac-
tice,” said Hooda.

He maintained since the
canal was the main source of
potable and irrigation water

in the area hence they had
asked the DC to gel some
signboards installed at vari-
ous points of the canal
spreading the message
among people to stop throw-
ing anything in the canal
otherwise be ready to face
music. “People are immers-
ing broken idols of deities,

‘Sindoor’, clothes, incense
burners and food items into
the canal that not only pol-
lute water but also make it
dirty,” Hooda added.

DC Manoj Kumar con-
firmed that the SE (Irriga-
tion) had been asked to take
all necessary steps so that
no one polluted the water.
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
