PITHORAGARH: Residents
of 14 villages of Darma val-
ley here have risen in protest
against a proposed 165 MW
hydro-electricity project in the
area fearing that its construc-
tion will push them into the
throes of a Joshimath-like cri-
sis. Shouting solgans, the resi-
dents of these villages staged
a long procession on Monday
evening and submitted a mem-
orandum to the SDM, demand-
ing immediate scrapping of the
Bokang-Bailing hydro-electric-
ity project.

It is a 165 MW run-of-
the-river scheme proposed in
Dhauli Ganga river in Darma
valley. To be constructed by the
THDC, it is in survey stage at
present. “If it gets constructed,
at least five villages including
Tidang, Dhakar, Goo, Philam
and Bon will have to be shifted
as they will develop cracks like
the ones in Joshimath,” said
Puran Singh Gwal, president
of Darma Sangharsh Samiti,
the body that organised the
protect march.
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Manish Sisodia approves 15-MGD

NEW DELHI: Deputy Chief
Minister Manish Sisodia on
Wednesday approved a proj-
ect to construct a sewage treat-
ment plant of 15 MGD (million
gallons a day) capacity in Jind-
pur in northwest Delhi.

There are a total of 1,799
unauthorised colonies in Delhi.
Of these, 725 have been con-
nected to the sewer network,
while work to connect 573 oth-

ers is underway. Sewage from
unauthorised colonies not con-
nected to the sewer network
flows directly into the Yamuna.

The Delhi government has
promised to clean the Yamuna
to bathing standards by Febru-
ary 2025.

The river can be consid-
ered fit for bathing if bio-
chemical oxygen demand
(BOD), the amount of oxygen
required for microbial metabo-
lism of organic compounds in
waters, is less than 3 milli-
grams per litre and dissolved
oxygen is greater than 5 milli-
grams per litre.
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
