4.0 SYNOPTIC SITUATION. The monsoon trough at mean sea level now passes through
Ganganagar, Hissar, Agra, Sultanpur, Patna, Krishnanagar and thence south-eastwards to
North-west Bay of Bengal and extends upto 0.9 km above mean sea level. The cyclonic
circulation over North-west and adjoining West-central Bay of Bengal off south Odisha-
north Andhra Pradesh Coasts now lies over northern parts of West Bengal & neighbourhood
and extends upto 7.6 km above mean sea level, tilting south-westwards with height. Under
its influence a low pressure area is very likely to form over coastal areas of West Bengal &
neighbourhood by tomorrow. The cyclonic circulation between 3.6 & 5.8 km above mean
sea level over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & neighbourhood has merged with the above
system.
