4.0 Synoptic  Situation 

 

 The low pressure area over southern parts of Gangetic West Bengal & neighbourhood now lies 

over north Odisha and adjoining Jharkhand with the associated cyclonic circulation extending 

upto 7.6 km above mean sea level tilting southwards with height.  

 

 The monsoon trough at mean sea level now passes through Bikaner, Jaipur, Gwalior, Varanasi, 

Centre of Low Pressure Area over north Odisha and adjoining Jharkhand and thence south-

eastwards to East central Bay of Bengal and extends upto 2.1km above mean sea level.  

 

 A fresh low pressure area is likely to form over northwest Bay of Bengal & neighbourhood 

around 31st July.
