Authorities had to lift a few
gates of the Srisailam dam

across the Krishna river in
Andhra Pradesh, following .

an increase in the inflows
from the Sunkesula barrage
on Thursday morning.

The inflow increased from
1.3 lakh cusecs in the morn-
ing to 2.1 lakh cusecs in the
evening. The authorities had
to release 2.52 lakh cusecs to
prevent water from spilling
over the crest of the
reservmr 4

River in spate ‘
This is the third time the
Krishna is in spate at the re-

servoir this season. Though

there is no sudden increase
in the inflows to the Alamatti
and the Tungabhadra reser-
voirs upstream, the water
spate because of heavy rain
in the catchment.

The water level in Srisai-
lam was 885.01 ft (FRL) at 7
p.m. with the reservoir hold-
ing 215.66 tmcft. The dam

had the slimmest flood cush-
ion of 0.15 tmcft at the point
of time.

The Centre has declared ten
of the 24 districts in Jhark-
hand as drought-affected,
two weeks after the state
sought the tag for the entire
state in the wake of deficit
rainfall, an official state-
ment said here.

 Around 12 lTakh farmers
across the ten districts are
expected to benefit from the
announcement, it said.

Among the 10 districts,

Bokaro has been found tobe
the worst-hit, with farmers
there suffering huge crop
loss, the release issued on
Wednesday said.

. The other nine districts

that have been severely affect-
ed by deficitrainfall are Cha-
tra, Deoghar, Garhwa, Giridih,
Godda, Hazaribag, Jamtara,
Koderma and Pakur.

The announcement was

made by the Centre on the

basis of rainfall analysis
between 1 August and 4 Sep-
tember. o

The state government
had also requested the -
“drought- hit” tag for Ranchi,
Dumka and Latehar, the
release said.

It had on Wednesday
announced that it would
give Rs 185as abonusonthe
Centre's minimum support
price per quintal for Kharif
produce. The decision was
taken at a Cabinet meeting,
chaired by chief minister
Raghubar Das. .

Quioting Jharkhand Agri-
culture Secretary Puja Sing-
hal, the statement said the
Raghubar-Das government
would urge the Centre to
add at least three more dis-
tricts to the list.

According to Ranchi Mete-
orological Centre, Jharkhand
recorded a deficit rainfall of
28 per cent between Juneand
26 September.

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SC asks high-

panel to look
Sarovar Dam

New Delhi: The Supreme
Court Thursday said it is not
for the court to decide on the
level of water in the Sardar
Sarovar Dam (SSD) and asked
a high-powered committee to
look into the issue of submer-
gence of villages in Madhya
Pradesh due to rising water
level.

The high-powered com-
mittee comprises of chief min-
isters of Madhya Pradesh,
Gujarat, Maharashtra and
Rajasthan and others.

"What we are thinking is
that we cannot decide the level
of water. There is already a
high-powered committee. They
should look into it," a 3-judge
bench headed by Justice N V
Ramana said.

"Let the committee sit and
decide,” it said.

The bench, also compris-
ing justices Sanjiv Khanna and
Krishna Murari, was hearing a
plea which raised the issue of
submergence of villages in
Madhya  Pradesh due to rising
water level in Sardar Sarovar

Solicitor General Tushar
Mehta, appearing for Narmada
Control Authority (NCA), said
the Sardar Sarovar reservoir
regulation committee has reg-
ularly undertaken the mainte-
nance of water level in the dam.

Senior lawyer Sanjay
Parikh, appearing for the peti-
tioners, said that submergence
of villages still continues and
“lots of islands” have been cre-
ated due to this.

At the fag end of
the hearing, Mehta told the
bench that water level in the
dam is being monitored at the
highest level.

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16 gates of
Jayakwadi dam
opened, discharge
at 35-K cusec

AURANGABAD: With heavy
rainfall in neighbouring Nashik
district over the last two days, 16
out of the total 27 gates of the
Jayakwadi dam in Aurangabad
district have been opened and
35,632 cusec water was being
released into the Godavari river,
an officiai said on Thursday.
On Wednesday, four gates
of the Jayakwadi dam, one of
the biggest dams in the state
known as the lifeline of Marath-
wada region, had been opened
to discharge excess water into
the Godavari river. “Howeyer,
as heavy rains continued to
lash Nashik, 12 more gates were
opened on Thursday to release
additional water. The total dis-
charge on Thursday stands at

35,632 cusec,” Gajanan More,
control room officer of the Jay-

akwadi dam, said.

“Due to heavy rains in
Nashik, the total inflow of
water into the dam is 36,125
cusec. As the dams water storage
reached its maximum capacity,
the discharge from the dam was
1,048 cusec from four gates on
Wednesday,” he said.

But in order to maintain the
water level, 12 more gates were
lifted up to 24 inches around
12.30 pm on Thursday, the offi-
cial said.
