4.0 Synoptic Situation

e Under the influence of cyclonic circulation over north Odisha & adjoining areas of Gangetic
West Bengal and Jharkhand, a Low Pressure Area has formed over East Madhya Pradesh &
adjoining Chhattisgarh. Associated cyclonic circulation extends upto 5.8 km above mean sea
level, tilting southwards with height.

e The monsoon trough at mean sea level now passes through Barmer, Chittorgarh, Vidisha,
centre of Low Pressure Area over East Madhya Pradesh & adjoining Chhattisgarh, Jamshedpur,
Balasore and thence south-eastwards to east central Bay of Bengal extending upto 2.1 km above
mean sea level.

e The trough from south Rajasthan to Odisha now runs from south Gujarat & adjoining north
Maharashtra to interior Odisha across the cyclonic circulation associated with the Low Pressure
Area over East Madhya Pradesh & adjoining Chhattisgarh and extends between 4.5 & 7.6 km
above mean sea level tilting southwards with height.

e A fresh Low Pressure Area is likely to form over northeast Bay of Bengal & neighbourhood
around 4th August.

The monsoon
trough at mean sea level now passes through Barmer, Chittorgarh, Vidisha, centre of Low
Pressure Area over East Madhya Pradesh & adjoining Chhattisgarh, Jamshedpur, Balasore
and thence southeastwards to eastcentral Bay of Bengal extending upto 2.1 km above mean
sea level. The trough from south Rajasthan to Odisha now runs from south Gujarat &
adjoining north Maharashtra to interior Odisha across the cyclonic circulation associated
with the Low Pressure Area over East Madhya Pradesh & adjoining Chhattisgarh and
extends between 4.5 & 7.6 km above mean sea level tilting southwards with height. A fresh
Low Pressure Area is likely to form over northeast Bay of Bengal & neighbourhood around
4th August.
