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‘Water supply to be affected due to
rise in ammonia level in Yamuna’

NEW DELHI: Water supply
is likely to be affected in some
parts of Delhi on Sunday due
to an increase in the ammo-
nia level in the Yamuna river
impacting several treatment
plants, officials said.

The Delhi Jal Board in a
statement on Saturday said
that due to ammonia pollution
increase in the Yamuna river,
pumping from Sonia Vihar,
Bhagirathi, Wazirabad, Chan-
drawal and Okhla water treat-

ment plants have been affected.

Water supply in several
areas of Delhi is likely to be
affected on Saturday evening
and Sunday morning and eve-
ning, it said.

Water supply in east Delhi,
north-east Delhi, south Delhi,
parts of areas under the New
Delhi Municipal Council, and
Malviya Nagar PPP areas are
likely to be affected, the state-
ment said.

Greater Kailash MLA Sau-
rabh Bhardwaj also issued a
statement to inform people

about the situation.

“Water supply will be
affected on 6.11.2021 (eve-
ning) & 7.11.2021 (morning
and evening) due to increase
the ammonia level at Sonia
Vihar plant, in areas, such as
GK-1, Chirag Delhi, Savitri
Nagar, Sheikh Sarai, Khirki
Extension, GK-2, GK-3, EPR-
2, Alaknanda Apartments,
DDA Flats Kalkaji, NRI, EPR-
1, Pamposh, Hemkunt, Chirag
Enclave, Shahpurjat, Asiad Vil-
lage, Zamroodpur, Sant Nagar,”
he said.

All the spillway shutters of
the Mullaperiyar dam were
closed on Saturday with a
decline in the water inflow
to the dam. Tamil Nadu Pu-
blic Works Department of-
ficials had on Wednesday
opened eight shutters
when the inflow increased
steadily following heavy
rainfall.

Shutters 7 and 8 were
closed on Friday evening.
At 9 p.m. three shutters
were lowered to 30 cm
from 50 cm. At 11 p.m., the
remaining three shutters
too were lowered to 30 cm.
On Saturday morning,
three shutters were closed.
At 7 a.m. two shutters were
closed and Shutter 3 was
lowered to 20 cm. At 11
a.m., that too was closed.
The water level at 3 p.m. on
Saturday was 138.50 ft. The
discharge of water through
tunnels to Tamil Nadu was
2,305 cusecs and inflow
was 2,324 cusecs. The up-
per rule curve of the dam
till November 10 is 139.5 ft.

Idukki reservoir
Meanwhile, the water level
in the Idukki reservoir ho-
vered near the red alert le-
vel. The water level at 5
p.m. was 2,398.70 ft. As
per the new rule curve for
Idukki, the red alert level is
2,398.79 ft. Power genera-
tion at the Moolamattom
plant was at the maximum
level of 17.44 million units.
There was 94.94% of stor-
age in the dam on
Saturday.

A Kerala State Electricity
Board official said the in-
flow and outflow in the re-
servoir was almost the
same. On Friday, the catch-
ment areas received heavy
rainfall and the additional
water from Mullaperiyar
resulted in an increase of
water in the reservoir by
0.28%.

“Now that the dam shut-
ters are closed, the water
level will be in a safe posi-
tion,” he said.
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Solution in sight for
A.P-Odisha water dispute

Jagan to meet Patnaik on November 9

Andhra Pradesh Chief Mi-
nister Y.S. Jagan Mohan Red-
dy’s scheduled meeting
with his Odisha counterpart
Naveen Patnaik on Novem-
ber 9 raises hopes of finding
a permanent solution to two
vexed issues bothering the
neighbouring States - Vam-
sadhara Phase-II project in
Srikakulam district and the
dispute over the jurisdiction
of Kotia villages in Vizianag-
aram district.

Though the Vamsadhara
Water Disputes Tribunal has
passed orders in favour of
Andhra Pradesh, acquisi-
tion of land within the juris-
diction of Odisha for the
construction of Neradi bar-

rage is yet to be made.
About 106 acres of land
has to be acquired for the
construction of the barrage,
the foundation stone for
which had been laid in 1962.
With no solution in sight,
the then Y.S. Rajasekhara
Reddy Government had
constructed a side weir to
help store around 8 tmcft
water out of 70 tmcft going
waste every year during
floods. Construction of the
Neradi barrage under
Phase-II is crucial to provide
irrigation water to nearly 2.5
lakh acres additionally.
“Apart from Srikakulam,
the project will also help Od-
isha farmers,” Vamsadhara
Project Superintending En-
gineer D, Tirumala Rao said.
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
