deficient in north -east: MeTl
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NEW DELHI: After two consecutive
years of deficient rains, this year
could be a cheery one with the
country-wide deficit being met,
According to India
Meteorological Department (IMD)
data, monsoon rains across India
are about 1% above normal for
this time of the year. The data
was recorded between June 1 and
1 July10. OnJunel, theoverallrain
v deficit was 28%. This reduced to
- 25% by mid-June. It was only in
- thefirst week of July that therain
. gap started to come down.

Five states — Madhya Pradesh,
Maharashtra, Telangana, Andhra
Pradesh and Goa — have seen
above normal rains.

Of these, rains in the previously
parched Madhya Pradesh are in
excess by 72%. In Andhra Pradesh,
the rains are 44% in excess while
in Maharashtra, they are 21%
more than normal. While the
cumulative monsoon rain aver-
age for this time of the year1s251.8
mim, the average rain received so
far1s 254.6 mm.

Not all is good news, however.
There are nine states and Union
territories where rains are either
deficient or scanty. The worst of
these is Manipur, which has seen
147.7mm of rain as against a nor-
mal of 541.4mm —adeficitof 73%.
| Of the seven states inthe north-
' east—asmany as five have seen lit-

_ tlerain. Meghalaya has seena 58%
deficit and Tripura and Nagaland
. have seen deficits of 38% and 37%
respectively. Assam has a deficit
of 25%. Outside the north-east,

' of rain,adeficit of 58%. According
to IMD officials, rain deficit across
the country isexpected tobe met in
July and August. North-east India
could end up with a small deficit
though, an IMD official said.

BHOPAL: Heavy rains and subse-
quent floods continued to wreak
havoc across Madhya Pradesh on
Saturday claiming 8 more lives
while three others were feared
dead in various parts of the state
over the last 24 hours, taking the
toll in the last three days to 20.
While a 75-year-old man and
a 20-year-old youth were swept
away in flooded nullahs and

rivers in Satna district over the
last 24 hours, 21-year-old Anand
Kushwah, missing since Thursday;
was found dead in a flooded nul-
lah in Jawan Singh Colony under

Kolgawan police station.

A report from Raisen district
said heavy rains for the last two
days triggered a house collapse in
Takey locality, killing one Naeem
Khan on the spot.

The state capital Bhopal had
the maximum casualties with six
deaths being reported in what is
perhaps the heaviest rain wit-
nessed in an entire decade.

Rain-related mishaps killed one
23-year-old Dipak Sahu in Kamla
Nagar, a 40-year-old security
guard, Prashant Pillai in Koh-e-
fiza, and a 21-year-old hotel man-
agement student, Saurabh Patil in
Chuna Bhattl. Two unidentified
men and one Anas Khan were

feared dead after being swept
away in nullahs in Nishatpura,
Bajaria and Atal Nehru Nagar
areas. Their bodies were yet to
be recovered, police said on Friday
Meanwhile, the director gen-
eral (Home Guards and SDRF),
MS Gupt said over 5,000 people
have been rescued from different
parts of the state. Asmany as 368
disaster rescue centres are being
manned by home guards, civil vol-
unteers and SDRF teams, while
one company of NDRF has been
kept ready for any eventuality.

While monsoon has cov-
ered almost all corners of the
country, water storage avail-
ability in country’s major
water reservoirs have very
bleak picture to present—
just 18% of the total storage
capacity of these reser-
voirs—four timesless than
the average storage of the
past ten years. |

If this trend continues in
July and August, water
scarcity would continue to
haunt most part of the coun-
try in summer next year
“The reason could be attrib-
uted to the past two droughts
that had virtually exhaust-
ed water storage of most
reservoirs. This year we
are expecting good rains,
however, still we should not
hope for good water storage
in major reservoirs,” said a
senior officer of the Water
Resources Ministry.

According to Central
Water Commission, the
water storage available in 91
major reservoirs 1s 28.208
BCM (Billion Cubic Meter)
as against the storage capac-
ity of 157.799 BCM. What is
disturbing is that the avail-
able storage last year was 55
%-- almost three times more
than the present storage.
Whereas average storage
during the last ten years was

74 5 of the storage capacl-
ty—almost four times more
than the present available
storage.

The water storage avail-
able in 91 major reservoirs
of the country for the week
ending on July 06, 2016 was
28.208 BCM, which is 18% of
total storage capacity of
these reservoirs. This was
55% of the storage of cor-
responding period of last
year and 74% of storage of
average of last ten years.

The total storage capac-
ity of country’s reservoirs
is 253.388 BCM of which 62
% comes from these 91 major
reservoirs—which is being
monitored by the CWC on
a weekly basis.

Situation is equally bad
in all the five regions—Cen-
tral, Northern, Western,
Eastern, and Southern.
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a live available storage of
around 4.77 BCM against .

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NEW DELHI: The promise of
surplus monsoon has so far -
evaded most parts of the
national capital which has
received 21% less than normal
rainfall since June 1.

According to the Indian
Meteorological Department, east
Delhi has been hit the worst with
a deficit of 97%, while south
and west Delhi have received
normal rains and central Delhi
barely makes in to the normal
category. Only north Delhi has
received excess showers, the
weather office said.

There, however, might be
some respite in store this week
with the Met Department pre-
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dicting widespread rains on
Tuesday and Thursday. The
maximum temperature on
Monday is expected to hover
around 37 degree Celsius, com-
ing down to 35 degrees in the
next few days.

Delhiites had been reeling
under a long, dry spell that
started in October last year
and continued till early March
when the monsoon deficit
touched 80%. Pre-monsoon
showers in June helped narrow
it down to 60%.

The onset of monsoon on
July 3 — three days behind
schedule — was expected to
rain relief on Delhiites but a
few intermittent showers that
ended up increasing humidity
levels is all the city has got so far.
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According to IMD forecast,
the northwestern part of the
country, which includes Delhi,
is expected to receive above-

- normal rains this year with July

and August making up for slow
progress of monsoon.

“The monsoon made a late
entry in Delhi and weakened
immediately after. Over the
past couple of days, parts of
the city have seen rains.

DJB Asked To Conduct Feasibility Study For Desalination Plants

New Delhi: Dependent largely
onneighbouring states for water
and perpetually short of mee-
ting demand, Delhi is looking to
boost supply by at least 50 mil-
lion gallons per day by tappmg
into groundwater resources.

With 10,285 million cubic
metres (imcm) of saline water
present underground, the urban
development department hasas-
ked Delhi Jal Board to look into
the feasibility of setting up desa-
lination plants. These plants will
not only treat groundwater to
drinking quality levels, but also
open up fresh reserves present
under the saline layer.

Central Groundwater Board
(CGWB) has been studying gro-
undwater levels and quality
across Delhi. In1 a report submit-

ted tothe governmentrecently, it

has identified total groundwater
availability at 13,491 mcm. Of
this, 10,285 mcm is saline that
CGWB says can be mixed with
fresh water and used for purpo-
ses other than drinking.

“We are looking at setting up
desalination plants to treat sali-
ne water.

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NEW DELHI: After two consecutive
years of deficient rains, this year
could be a cheery one with the
country-wide deficit being met.

According to India
Meteorological Department (IMD)
data, monsoon rains across India
are about 1% above normal for
this time of the year. The data
was recorded between June 1 and
July 10. OnJune 1, the overall rain
deficit was 28%. This reduced to
25% by mid-June. It was only in
the first week of July that the rain
gap started to come down.

Five states — Madhya Pradesh,
Maharashtra, Telangana, Andhra
Pradesh and Goa — have seen
above normal rains.

Of these, rains in the previously
parched Madhya Pradesh are in
excess by 72%. In Andhra Pradesh,
the rains are 44% in excess while
in Maharashtra, they are 21%
more than normal. While the
cumulative monsoon rain aver-
agefor this time of the yearis251.8
mm, the average rain received so
far is 254.6 mm.

Not all is good news, however.
There are nine states and Union
territories where rains are either
deficient or scanty. The worst of
these is Manipur, which has seen
147.7mm of rain as against a nor-
mal of 541.4mm-—adeficitof 73%.

Of the seven states in the north-
east—as many as five have seen lit-
tle rain. Meghalaya has seen a 58%
deficit and Tripura and Nagaland
have seen deficits of 38% and 37%
respectively. Assam has a deficit
of 25%. Outside the north-east,
Gujarat has received only 77.1 mm
of rain, a deficit of 58%. According
to IMD officials, rain deficit across
the country isexpected tobe met in
July and August. North-east India
could end up with a small deficit
though, an IMD official said.

water did not recede in areas such as
RG Baruah Road and many nearby
lanes-and by- lanes. .

At Anil Nagar and Nabin Nagar which
were among the worst-affected areas,
water of the Bharalu overtopped the
guard wall, creating heavy inundation.

The district administration and the
NDREF pressed into service several boats

to ferry the flood-hit residents to safety -
