NEW DELHE The Natioral Gresen
Tribunal on Tuesday imposed
a fine of X1 lakh on the Delhi
government for not following
its orders on implementation
of Maili se Nirmal Yamuna
Ravitalisation Project 2037,

A bench, headed by NGT
chairpersen Justice Swatanter
Kumat, directed that the fine
mnposed on the city government
would be recovered from sala-
ries of seniormost officials of
departments concerned, The iri
bunal expressed its displeasure
over the blame game by various
government departments and
agencies over the issue.

The green panel on Tuesday
also directed Defhi's chief secre-
tary to hold a mesting of depart:
ments concerned within three
months on the issue of com:
mon efffuent treatment plants
(CETPs) and sewage treatment
plants (STPs).

1t also asked the city gov-

ernment and Delhi Pollution
Control Committes (BPCC) to
shut down all i#legal industries
operating in residential as well
as industrial areas within two
weeks. Observing that Yamuna
restoration hastomove on a pri-
ority basis and cannot be put at
the convenience of theauthori-
ties, the green panel slammed
various departiments and termed
as "unfortunate” the failure of
state agencies to comply with ifs
various directions.

The tribunal's direction came
after the Delhi government and
other concerned departments
failed to satisfy the bench about
the functioning of 11 indusérial
clusters in the city The bench
had on August 5 directed BB,
RSIIDC, DPCE and all ather
authorities concerned to hold
a meeting and report it about
the status of 11 industrial clus
ters which were allegedly not
connected to any CETP and

discharging effluents, causing
pollution in the Yamuna. /

Rain damage has mvunied
to Rs 48 crore in Kangra
district in the last two
months. Deputy Commis-
sioner, Kangra, Ritesh
Chauhan, stated this at a
press conference today.

He said the less to PWD
properties, including roads
and bridges, had been esti-
mated at Rs 22 crore and
that of the Irrigation and
Public Health Department
at Rs 23 crore. The loss o
properties of the power
department has  been
pegged at Rs 63 lakh. This
includes loss to fransmis-
sion wires and transform-
ers. “As per reports, ioss fo
private properties due {o
landsiides and floods in
Kangra district was Bs 2.85
crore,” the Deputy Com-
missioner said.

He said 63 pucca houses
were damaged and four
reduced to rubble, About120
kutcha houses have been
damaged and seven have
been destroyed due to land-
slides. Thirteen shops have
aiso been damaged.
