NEW DELHE: Cold weather con-
ditions continued in north-
ern parts of the country with
most of Kashmir Valley re-

- cording sub-zero temperat-

ures, even as mercury
plummeted to single digit in
parts of eastern coastal State
of Odisha, affectlng normal
life.

Delhi mtnessed another
chilly day with shallow
foggy conditions in the
morning affecting the move-
ment of 35 trains, 26 of which
got delayed due to poor
visibility.

The minimum temperat-

-ure settled at 7.2 degrees

Celsius, while the maximum
was recorded at 23 degrees
Celsius.

In Punjab and Haryana,
the minimum temperatures
hovered around season’s
normal in most places, even
as dense fog affected normal
life and hit vehicular move-
ment at several places in
