AT LEAST 28 people were killed
in lightning strikes in the past 24
hours across Bihar as monsoon
rain lashed the state. Nalanda,
Aurangabad, Rohtas and Purnea
districts recorded four deaths
each, said officials.

The Bihar disaster manage-
ment control room confirmed the
number of deaths and said that
this was the highest death toll in
lightning strikes in a span of 24
hours.
