¢ The Northern Limit of Monsoon (NLM) continues to pass through Lat.14°N/Long.60°E,
Lat.14°N/Long.70°E,Karwar, Shimogha ,Tumukuru, Chittoor, Chennai , 16°N/Long.85°E,
Lat.20°N/Long.90°E and L at.22°N/Long.93°E.

+ Conditions are becoming favour able for further advance of Southwest M onsoon into some more
parts of Central Arabian Sea, Goa, Some parts of Konkan, some more parts of Karnataka,
Rayalaseema, remaining parts of Tamilnadu,some parts of Coastal Andhra Pradesh, some more
parts of Central and North Bay of Bengal and some parts ofNortheastern starts during next 2
days.

+ Conditions likely to become favor able subsequently for further advance of Southwest monsoon
into some more parts of Maharashtra, Some more parts of Karnataka, Some parts of Telangana,
some more parts of Coastal Andhra Pradesh,remaining parts of Bay of Bengal & northeastern
states, Skkim, some parts of Odisha and Gangetic West Bengalduring subsequent 2 days.

¢ The cyclonic circulation over eastcentral Bay of Bengal extending upto mid- tropospheric level
persists. Under its influence, a low pressure area likely to form over east central Bay of Bengal

during next 24 hours. it islikely to move west- northwest wards and become more marked during
subsequent 24 hours.

¢ A trough runs from north Bangladesh to interior Odisha across Gangetic West Bengal and
Jharkhand and extends upto 1.5 km above mean sea level.
