Inflow Forecast has been issued for 7 Dams and Barrages (4 in Telangana, 2 in Tamil Nadu and 1 in Uttar Pradesh).

As per CWC network, past day’s heavy rainfall over the catchment of Godavari basin, has created increased inflow into
projects such as Sriramsagar (Nizamabad dist.), Sripada Yellampalli (Karimnagar dist.), PVN Rao Kathampally (Mulugu Dist.),
Laxmi barrage (Bhupalpally dist.). As per todays rainfall forecast, keep alert for water level rise in river Godavari and its
tributaries in districts J.Bhupapally, Mulugu, also keep alert for water level rise in Krishna and its tributaries in districts
Mahabubabad, Khammam and Nalgonda. Storage Capacity at Major dams are as given below. Releases may be done as
per SOP after informing downstream regions.
