21 Summary of Flood Situation as per CWC Flood Forecasting Network

On 16MSeptember, 2023, 3 stations (2 in Maharashtra and 1 in Uttar Pradesh) are flowing in Severe Flood Situation.
9 stations (4 in Bihar, 3 in Uttar Pradesh 1 each in Odisha and Madhya Pradesh) are flowing in Above Normal Flood
situation. Inflow Forecast has been issued for 21 Dams and Barrages (7 in Madhya Pradesh, 4 in Maharashtra, 2 each

in Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu, Telangana and Gujarat and 1 each in Andhra Pradesh and Odisha).

2.2 CWC Advisories

Madhya Pradesh

Under the effect of well marked low pressure area, many parts of the state received very heavy to extremely heavy rains
mainly over the catchment of Mahi, Tapi, Chambal and Narmada basin. Increased inflows are received in major dams like Indira
Sagar, Tawa and other major/medium dams of Narmada basin and expected to continue for next day.
IMD has predicted very heavy to extremely heavy rains for next 48 hours in the catchment of rivers such as Tapi, Narmada,
Chambal, Mahi, hence keep alert for water level rise. Narmada in districts Betul, Harda, Khandwa, Khargone, Barwani,
Alirajpur, Jhabua, Dhar, Dewas, Jabalpur, Chhindwara; Tapi in districts Betul, Burhanpur, Khandwa; Chambal in districts
Sehore, Rajgarh, Indore, Ratlam, Ujjain, Dewas, Shajapur, Agar Malwa, Mandsaur; Wainganga in districts Chhindwara,;
Mahi in districts Jhabua, Ratlam, Dhar. All major/medium dams may be operated as per SOP and releases may be done after

IMD has predicted very heavy rains in south Gujarat in districts Aravalli, Dahod, Chhota Udepur, Narmada, Surat, Tapi,
Dangs, Navsari and Valsad. Hence keep alert for water level rise in Panam, Mahi, Lower Narmada, Lower Tapi, Damanganga
and other small rivers in the above said region. Increased inflows are expected into major dams such as Kadana dam, Ukai,
Sardar Sarovar. All major/medium dams may be operated as per SOP and releases may be done after informing lower riparian

regions.



Rajasthan

Very heavy rains are expected in the catchment of Chambal, Mahi, Som, Sabarmati, West Banas, Banas for next 2 days,
hence keep alert for water level rise in districts Jalawar, Pratapgarh, Dungarpur, Banswara, Kota, Chittorgarh, Bhilwara,
Udaipur, Sirohi. Increased inflows are expected into Mahi Bajaj Sagar, Rana Pratap sagar and other major /medium dams in

the area. All major/medium dams may be operated as per SOP and releases may be done after informing lower riparian

regions.
