On 23"September, 2023, No station is flowing in Severe Flood Situation. 14 stations (6 in Bihar, 4 in
Uttar Pradesh, 3 in Assam and 1 in West Bengal) are flowing in Above Normal Flood situation. Inflow
Forecast has been issued for 20 Dams and Barrages (3 each in Maharashtra, Jharkhand and Tamil
Nadu , 2 each in Gujarat, West Bengal, Madhya Pradesh and Telangana and 1 each in Andhra
Pradesh, Karnataka and Odisha).
