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2.2 CWC Advisories

Due to the presence of North-South trough roughly along longitude 90° E to north of latitude 20 ° N and strong south
westerlies from Bay of Bengal to North-East (NE) India in lower tropospheric levels, IMD has predicted heavy to very
heavy over most of the NE states especially over Assam, Arunachal Pradesh and Meghalaya for next few days. As this
synoptic situation and related rainfall is continuing over the said regions from the past few days, watch should be

maintainedin the coming days.

Assam

Keep alert in river Brahamputra and its tributaries in districts such as Baksa, Barpeta, Biswanath, Bongaigaon, Cachar,
Chirang, Darrang, Dhubri, Dibrugarh, Karimganj, Kokrajhar, Lakhimpur, Majuli, Nalbari, Sonitpur andPapumpare.
River Jia-Bharali in Sonitpur, River Brahamputra in Jorhat and river Kopili in Nagaon are flowing in above normal

flood situation.
Arunachal Pradesh

Keep alert in river Brahamputra and its tributaries in districts such asSiang, Lower Siang, West Siang, Lower Subansiri,
Lohit and Lower Dibang Valley.

2.3 Flash Flood Guidance
