21 Summary of Flood Situation as per CWC Flood Forecasting Network

On 19" September 2022, 9 stations (5 in Uttar Pradesh and 4 in Bihar) are flowing in Severe Flood Situation, 14 stations (8 in
Bihar, 3 in Uttar Pradesh and 1 each in Assam, Karnataka & Maharashtra) are flowing in Above Normal Flood Situation. Inflow
Forecast has been issued for 34 Barrages & Dams (10 in Karnataka, 5 each in Andhra Pradesh & Telangana, 3 each in
Maharashtra & Tamilnadu, 2 each in Uttar Pradesh & Gujarat and 1 each in Odisha, Jharkand, Madhya Pradesh & West Bengal).

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2.2 CWC Advisories

Odisha

Due to formation and advent of fresh low pressure area to Odisha, it is expected to receive increased rainfall from 19.09.22 to
21.09.22 days. Hence alert for water level rise may be kept in rivers, Mahanadi (Jagatsinghapur, Bolangir, Sonepur, Boudh,
Sundargarh, Kalahandi, Cuttack, Bargarh, Sambalpur, Jharsuguda, Kalahandi, Angul, Kandhamal, Puri, Khurda and
Nayagarh dists.), Brahmani & Baitarni (Sundargarh, Sambalpur, Deograh, Angul dists.), Indravathi (Nawranpur, Koraput
dists.), Nagavalli (Kalahandi, Koraput dists.), Rushikulya (Ganjam dist.), Kolab (Koraput dist.) and their tributaries in above said
districts. All major/medium dams with high storages may be operated as per SOP and releases may be done after informing

lower riparian areas.
Andra Pradesh

Since IMD has predicted very heavy rains in East Godavari district, alert for water level rise may be kept in rivers of Godavari

basin in the above said district.
Maharashtra

Since IMD has predicted very heavy rains in Ghat areas of Maharashtra, alert for water level rise in rivers of Konkan region
districts such as Varoli, Vaitarna, Ulhas, Bhogeshwari, Amba, Kal, Savitri Vashisti, Terekhol, Tillari, Gad, Amba, Bav, Savitri, Kal,

Bogeshwari and other small rivers in Thane, Palghar, Raigad, Ratnagiri and Sindhudurg districts may be kept.
