On 26tJuly 2022, 2 stations in Bihar are flowing in Severe Flood Situation, 16 stations (6 in Bihar, 5 in Uttar Pradesh, 3 in Assam and 2 in
Andhra Pradesh) are flowing in Above Normal Flood Situation. Inflow Forecast has been issued for 28 Barrages & Dams (7 in Karnataka, 4 in
Telangana, 3 each in Andhra Pradesh, Tamilnadu, Maharashtra & Uttar Pradesh, 2 in Gujarat and 1each in Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan &

Odisha).

2.2 CWC Advisories

Telangana

Since IMD has predicted very heavy rains over many districts of the state especially in Adilabad, B. Kothagudem, Jangaon,
Jagital, Bhupalpally, Khammam, Komaram Bheem, Mahabubabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Pedapally, Medak, Mulugu,
Nizamabad, Rangareddy, Sangareddy, Suryapet, Vikarabad and Warangal (rural and urban), hence alert for water level rise
may be kept in river Godavari, Suddavagu, Peddavagu, Kaddam vagu, Penganga, Kinnerasani, Manjira, Wardha, Krishna, Musi,
kagina and other small river/tributaries in above said districts. In Godavari basin due to flood of near past, soil moisture is very
high and hence the surface flow created by any intense rainfall event is expected to be very high, hence all preparations to
handle the situation may be taken.

Rajasthan
Alert may be kept for water level rise in river west Banas of Sirohi district.

Himachal Pradesh

Alert for water level rise may be kept in rivers Satiuj, Tons, Beas and its tributaries in districts Mandi, Simla, Solan and Kangra.
