Inflow Forecast has been issued for 20 Barrages & Dams (3 each in Andhra Pradesh & Tamilnadu, 2 each in
Jharkhand, Karnataka, Telangana & Uttar Pradesh and 1 each in Gujarat, Haryana, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Odisha &

Uttarakhand).
