Uttar Pradesh
Flood wave raised in Chambal, Betwa & Ken have drained to Yamuna. Draining from Yamuna to Ganga is continuing. In main
Ganga stem water level is in severe to above normal flood situation in districts Varanasi, Ghazipur and Ballia.The details of

flood situation existing in Yamuna and Ganga main stem mostly as per CWC network is as given below:

Due to propagation of flood wave mainly from Yamuna and southern tributaries of Ganga, Ganga main stem is receiving
increased flows. Heavy inflows will decrease gradually in one week time in main Ganga steam if no runoff further reaches from
