At 14:00 hrs., it was flowing at a level of
83.05m with falling trend which is 0.61m above its Danger Level of 82.44 m and 2.43m
below its previous HFL of 85.48 m (2017-08-15).

2. River Rapti at Birdghat in GORAKHPUR district of Uttar Pradesh continues to flow in
SEVERE SITUATION at 14:00 hrs. today. At 14:00 hrs, it was flowing at a level of 75.55m
with falling trend which is 0.57m above its Danger Level of 74.98 m and 1.99m below its

Advisory on Hydro Meteorological Situation Expected from 03-10-2020 to 04-10-2020

As per rainfall pattern given in section Il, Alaknanda, Bhagirathi & Ganga river basins are expected to receive nil rain in next 48 hrs. Ghaghara, Ramganga,
Sharda & Rapti river basins are expected to receive nil rain in next 48 hours.
