Advisory on Hydro Meteorological Situation Expected from 01-11-2020 to 02-11-2020

As per rainfall pattern given in section Il, Alaknanda, Bhagirathi & Ganga river basins are expected to receive nil rain in next 48 hrs. Ghaghara, Rapti,
Ramganga, & Sharda river basins are expected to receive nil rain in next 48 hours. Water level at most of CWC stations are expected to steady/fall in
next 48 hours. Level forecast will be issued if the level of river at stations are likely to touch or cross warning level. From the given QPF, Normal situation
