. SYNOPTIC SITUATION:

¢ The withdrawal line of the Southwest Monsoon continues to pass through Amritsar, Bhatinda, Hanumangarh,
Bikaner, Jaisalmer and Lat. 26°N/ Long.70°E.

¢ Conditions are becoming favourable for further withdrawal of Southwest-Monsoon from most parts
of Rajasthan, Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh & Delhi & Western Himalayan region and some parts of Uttar
Pradesh and Madhya Pradesh during next 2 days.

¢ The cyclonic circulation at 3.1 km above mean sea level over northwest Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood has
become less marked.

River Rohin at Trimohinighat in MAHRAJGANJ district of Uttar Pradesh continues to flow
in SEVERE SITUATION at 14:00 hrs. today. At 14:00 hrs., it was flowing at a level of
84.47m with falling trend which is 2.03m above its Danger Level of 82.44 m and 1.01m
below its previous HFL of 85.48 m (2017-08-15).

2. River Rapti at Birdghat in GORAKHPUR district of Uttar Pradesh continues to flow in
SEVERE SITUATION at 14:00 hrs. today. At 14:00 hrs, it was flowing at a level of 75.99m
with rising trend which is 1.01m above its Danger Level of 74.98 m and 1.55m below its
previous HFL of 77.54 m (1998-08-23).

3. River Ghaghara at Turtipar in BALIA district of Uttar Pradesh continues to flow in SEVERE
SITUATION at 14:00 hrs today. At 14:00 hrs, it was flowing at a level of 64.15m with falling
trend which is 0.14m above its Danger Level of 64.01m and 1.85m below its previous HFL

Advisory on Hydro Meteorological Situation Expected from 30-09-2020 to 01-10-2020

As per rainfall pattern given in section Il, Alaknanda, Bhagirathi & Ganga river basins are expected to receive nil rain in next 48 hrs. Ghaghara, Ramganga,
Sharda & Rapti river basins are expected to receive nil rain in next 48 hours.
