4.0 Synoptic Situation

Northern Limit of Monsoon (NLM) continues to pass through Lat. 13°N/Long. 60°E, Lat.
13°N/Long. 70°E, Mangalore, Mysore, Salem, Cuddalore, Lat. 14°N/Long. 86°E, Lat. 20°N/Long. 90°E,
Agartala, Lumding, Passighat and Lat. 29°N/Long. 97°E.

Conditions are becoming favourable for further advance of Southwest Monsoon into some more
parts of central Arabian Sea, Karnataka, remaining parts of Tamilnadu, some more parts of central Bay,
north & south Bay and some more parts of northeast India and some parts of north Bengal and Sikkim
in 12 days.

A northwest southeast trough runs from northwest Bihar to Gangetic West Bengal across
Jharkhand and extends up to 3.1 km above mean sea level.
