A complete set of tender document of the above work containing detailed terms and conditions,
schedule of quantities can be obtained/ downloaded from https://eprocure.gov.in by the eligible
agencies up to 14:00 hrs of 06.01.2025. Tenderers are also advised to submit hard copy (In
Original) of the cost of tender document and EMD to the office of the Executive Engineer, Eastern
Rivers Division, CWC, Bhubaneswar before 16.00 hrs of 07.01.2025 by any means of
communication. Tenders shall only be accepted on receipt of the cost of tender document and
EMD as specified above. The cost of tender document shall be paid through A/C payee Demand
Draft drawn on any scheduled bank in favour of the Executive Engineer, Eastern Rivers Division,
CWC, Bhubaneswar payable at Bhubaneswar.

The rates should be quoted inclusive of all taxes including GST (18%) and no charges shall be
accepted separately in other forms.

Tenders must be accompanied by Bid security (EMD) of Rs. 32,611.00 (Rupees thirty two thousand
six hundred eleven only) in the form of Bank Guarantee/ Banker’s Cheque/ Demand Draft/ Letter
of Credit of a scheduled bank/ Government loan bond/ NSC/ Postal Pass Book duly pledged in
favour of the Executive Engineer, Eastern Rivers Division, CWC, Bhubaneswar payable at
Bhubaneswar. The MSE firms registered under Public Procurement policy are exempted from
payment of EMD and the cost of the Tender. MSE firms are requested to enclose certificate(s) to
get such exempticn.

There will be a pre-bid meeting at the office of the Executive Engineer, Eastern Rivers Division,
CWC, Bhubaneswar on the date and time mentioned above in which all intended bidders/
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Tenderers are requested to attend the meeting positively. The primary objective of this meeting
is to discuss the nature of works/ its technical difficulties and to ensure that all prospective bidders
have a thorough knowledge/ understanding of the solicitation's requirements. It allows for the
dissemination of crucial information about the scope of the work and any important conditions
attached to the work etc.

The tenderers shall have requisite eligibility criteria for participating otherwise their tenders will be
rejected. For this, the tenderers shall produce proof from the appropriate authorities of having
satisfactorily completed same work(s)/ similar nature of work(s) certificate(s) during the last 07
(seven) years, where the works provided by them are satisfactory and the same could be enquired.
The bidder shall have to fulfill the criteria of providing satisfactory performance as given below:

Experience of having successfully completed works during the last 07 years ending last day of the
previous month and completed.
Three similar works* costing not less than the amount equal to 40% of the estimated cost
OR
Two similar works* costing not less than the amount equal to 60% of the estimated cost
OR
One similar work* costing not less than the amount equal to 80% of the estimated cost

FURTHER

For MSE firms registered under PP policy should have following experience during the last 7 years
ending last day of the previous month and completed:

Three similar works* costing not less than the amount equal to 20% of estimated cost
OR

Two similar works* costing not less than the amount equal to 30% of the estimated cost
OR

One similar work* costing not less than the amount equal to 40 % of the estimated cost

*Similar nature of work(s) means building construction works/ repairing and renovation of
building/ construction of roads/ bridges etc. for any Central Govt. or State Govt. or PSUs etc.
Tender of the bidder/ tenderers not fulfilling above mentioned criteria will be summarily rejected.

Blacklisted tenderers/ bidders are advised not to participate in tendering process. Each tenderer
has to submit one undertaking stating that he is not blacklisted by any Central Government
agency/ State Government agency/ Undertakings of Central or State Government. During
execution of work if it has been revealed that the contractor has been blacklisted earlier, then the
Executive Engineer on behalf of President of India will be at liberty to terminate the contract
without giving any compensation to the contractor.

Average Annual Turnover for the last 3 years should not less than the estimated cost of the Tender.
For MSE firms registered under PP policy should have average annual turnover for the last 3 years
not less than 50% of the estimated cost.

In an abnormally Low Bid the bidder should submit a written declaration or clarification, that the
bidder shall not compromise with scope of the work, quality of the work, schedule, allocation of
risks and responsibilities and all other terms of the bid document. If, after evaluating the price
analyses, procuring entity determines that the bidder has substantially failed to demonstrate its
capability to deliver the contract at the offered price, the Procuring Entity may reject the Bid/
Proposal.

Tender shall only be submitted in CPPP website in two envelopes marked as Envelope-l named

“TECHNICAL DOCUMENTS” and Envelope-il named “FINANCIAL BID”. in Envelope-|, there must be
scanned copy of cost of tender, EMD and required technical documents as per tender document.
In Envelope- Il there must be Financial BOQ. In case any short comings in envelope- | tender will
be rejected due to technical disqualification. Similarly, any short comings found in Envelope-II
(Financial BOQ), tender will be rejected.

The Executive Engineer reserves the right to reject or accept any bid without assigning any reason
thereof.

The Contractor, whose tender is accepted, will be required to furnish performance guarantee of
3% (Three Percent) of the tendered amount within stipulated period. This guarantee shall be in
form of Banker's cheque/ Demand Dra/ Pay order of any scheduled bank or Government Securities
or Fixed Deposit Receipt or Guarantee Bonds of any Scheduled Bank or state Bank of India or online
payment in accordance with the prescribed form. The performance guarantee will be returned
after successful performance during warranty period.

The Executive Engineer, on behalf of President of India, does not bind to accept the lowest or any
other tender, and reserves its right to reject any or all of the tenders received without assigning
any reason. The Executive Engineer reserves to himself the right of accepting the whole or any part
of the tender and the tenderer shall be bound to perform the same at the rates quoted.

Tenders, in which any of the prescribed conditions are not fulfilled or incomplete in any respect
are liable to be rejected.

Canvassing whether directly or indirectly, in connection with tenders is strictly prohibited and the
tenders submitted by the contractors who resort to canvassing will be summarily rejected.

The tenderer shall not be permitted to tender for works in the CWC department in which his near
relative is posted as Divisional Accountant or as an officer in any capacity between the grades of
Chief Engineer and Junior Engineer (both inclusive). He shall also intimate the names of persons
who are working with him in any capacity or are subsequently employed by him and who are near
relatives to any Gazetted officer in the Central Water Commission or in the Ministry of Jal Shakti,
Department Water Resources, RD & GR. Any breach of this condition by the tenderer would render
him liable to be removed from this tender participation.

The description of the work is as follows: ,

The work “Repairing and Renovation of Conference Hall at M&ERO, CWC, Bhubaneswar” is a
renovation work of a Conference Hall of approximate size 9.50 m x 6.0 m situated at the first floor of
a three storied office building of CWC located at Bhubaneswar city. The major components of the
work are (i) Dismantling of False Ceiling and its re-construction (ii) Dismantling of aluminum
windows and replacement with UPVC windows (iii) Coir veneered wall paneling and UPVC louver
wall paneling (iv) making of ply wood file cabinets, bottoms and lofts (v) Repairs and modification of
Conference Table (vi) Modification of door (vii) Repairing of chairs (approx. 40 Nos.) (viii) Installation
of ceiling LED lights, 02 Nos. single phase cassette ceiling 2 ton Air Conditioner (ix) Electrical wirings
(x) 01 No. glow sign board (xi) Installation of approx. 10 Nos. microphone sets with central control
unit (touch screen) (xii) 240 watts or more mixing amplifier, HDMI cables, speaker cables,
microphone cables, audio cables, other cables (xiii) HDMR board with wooden finish (xiv) Window
Screens/ Roller Blinds etc. To adhere to the detailed specifications of the work intended bidders are
requested to go through the technical specifications mentioned in the tender documents.

The tenderers are advised to inspect the work site/ office and its surroundings and satisfy
themselves before submitting their tenders as to the form and nature of the site, the means of
access to the site, the accommodation they may require etc. In general, tenderers shall themselves
obtain all necessary information as to risks, contingencies and other circumstances, which may
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influence or affect their tenders. A tenderer shall be deemed to have full knowledge of the work
site, whether he inspects it or not NO extra claims due to any misunderstanding or otherwise shall
be allowed. The tenderer shall be responsible for arranging and maintaining at his own costs all
materials, tools and plants, water, electricity access, facilities for workers and all other services
required for executing the work unless otherwise specifically provided in the contract documents.
Submission of a tender by a tenderer implies that he has read this notice and all other contract
documents and has made himself aware of the scope and specifications of the work to be done and
of conditions and rates at which stores, tools and plant, etc. will be issued to him by the
Government and local conditions and other factors having a bearing on the execution of the work. .

18. No Engineer of gazetted rank or other gazetted officer employed in Engineering or Administrative
duties in an Engineering Department of the Government of India is allowed to work as a contractor
for a period of one year after his retirement from Government service, without the previous
permission of the Government of India in writing. This contract is liable to be cancelled if either the
contractor or any of his employees is found any time to be such a person who had not obtained the
permission of the Government of India as aforesaid before submission of the tender or
engagement in the contractor’s service. :

19. The tender shall remain open for acceptance for a period of 120 days from the due date of
submission of tenders. If any tenderer withdraws his tender before the said period or makes any
modifications In the terms and conditions of the tender which are not acceptable to the
department, then the Government shall, without prejudice to any other right or remedy, be at
liberty to forfeit the earnest money.

20. This ‘Notice Inviting Tender’ shall form a part of the contract document. The successful tenderer/
contractor, on acceptance of his tender by the accepting authority shall, within 15 days from the
stipulated date of start of the work, sign the contract agreement consisting of - the Notice Inviting
Tender, all the documents including additional conditions, specifications and drawings, forming the
tender as issued at the time of invitation of tender and acceptance thereof together with any

correspondence leading thereto and standard C.P.W.D. Form- 7/8.
